active links with local community
providers and support school staff in
the delivery of school sport and
physical activity.

The Platinum level
was launched to

maintained
consistently  high
standards  with
their school sport
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provision. To achieve the Platinum
award a school must have
maintained the Gold Award for 5
consecutive years, and
demonstrate their school's
achievements through a detailed
case study.
