Car parking

As advertised in the local press, we have received a letter from the County Council informing us that a new system of Civil Parking Enforcement is being started with immediate effect across Northumberland.  The letter states that “Civil Enforcement Officers will issue Penalty Charge Notices to vehicles parked in contravention of the Traffic Regulation Orders.  Enforcement will be carried out on single and double yellow lines, pay and display areas, resident parking schemes, school keep clears, loading bays, taxi bays, disabled bays, car club and electric vehicle bays and in car parks.”
As always at Eastlea we encourage as many pupils as possible to walk/cycle/’scoot’ to school, but are aware that in some cases this is not practical.  In terms of parking, I know that everyone tries very hard to park safely and legally, but that it can get very busy at key times.  To avoid parking fines, please can I remind you that the Keep clear ‘yellow chevrons’ areas directly outside the front of the school and in the turning circle be kept clear of cars and that access to properties/cul-de-sacs around the entrance to the school should not be blocked.  Once again I thank you for your support in this matter.
