School Uniform 
The vast majority of our pupils are continuing to look smart and tidy in their Eastlea school uniform – thank you for your support with this. Punctuality and attendance
Once again I need to take this opportunity to remind parents/carers of the importance for pupils to be in school every day (except for illness) and to arrive on time.  The doors open at 8.50am and it helps the day start smoothly if everyone is at school for this time.  There are some pupils who have started to arrive on site far too early in the mornings – which provides problems in terms of safety and supervision.  We know they are keen, but please could we ask that you don’t let your child leave from home too early in the morning!  

If your child is ill and cannot come into school, it is important that you ring school that morning to explain the reason.  As you know we are constantly monitoring patterns of attendance and for those children who fall below 85% attendance contact will be made to discuss strategies which may help this to improve.
In an effort to encourage good attendance and punctuality we are going to be running the following initiatives this half term:
· Weekly class reward for the best percentage attendance.
· Special reward (chosen by the pupils themselves!) for any class which manages to achieve 100% attendance for a full week 

· A special treat for the class which demonstrates the best overall attendance during the whole half term.
