The time has come to start making plans for our annual Christmas Fair, which will tfake place after
school in the school hall / library on Thursday 7™ December.

The generosity and support we receive from all of you always ensures the Fair is a great success, so
we hope many of you will be able to join us for the Christmas Fair itself on Thursday 7™ December
from 3.15pm to 4.45pm. Please collect your child from their normal exit point and then come around
to enter the school via the main entrance.
