Dates for after half term
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When we return to school on Monday 11th June we will be gearing up for a busy last half of the summer term.  There are plenty of exciting events planned, and you will be provided with details of these after the holiday.  However, we wanted to give you advance notice of a few important dates which are already in the diary:
· Olympic torch – we have been extremely lucky to get reserved places for all pupils/staff from Reception up to Year 6 to see the Olympic torch as it passes through Bedlington on Friday 15th June.  Coaches have been booked to take all the children to this ‘once in a life time’ event!  We aim to cover the majority of the transport costs from school funds, but to support us with this we will be asking for a voluntary contribution of £1 per child.
